A DETECTIVE’S DREAM & A DANGER DETERRENT

What do mercury thermometers, soil samples, children’s jewelry, detectives, and snacks all have in common?   Bring a sample and find out at the Detect & Protect Community Event being held at the Berea Rec Center on Saturday, August 11th from 9:30 to 5:30.  

Free testing of samples including soil, treated wood, children’s jewelry, lunchboxes, and plastics to simultaneously detect an array of toxic metals such as lead, arsenic, mercury, chromium, copper, and zinc will be available throughout the day.  There is a limit of one test per family.  X-ray technology will be utilized, courtesy of Thermo Scientific, as part of a research project with the University of North Carolina at Asheville’s Environmental Quality Institute and the Ohio Network for the Chemically Injured (ONFCI).  

A professional panel is scheduled for 11:30 a.m. and again at 1:30 p.m. to answer audience questions about heavy metals, food origin and safety, and health issues related to toxins in your environment.  Included on the panel are Jeff Heinen, co-owner of Heinen’s Fine Foods, Dr. Kathleen Fagan, M.D., MPH, Assistant Professor at the Case Western Reserve University School of Medicine, Bill Radosevich, environmental scientist, university instructor, and trainer for Thermo Scientific, and Ted Esborn, environmental attorney who will also serve as moderator.

Free samples, snacks, door prizes, a mercury thermometer exchange (instructions attached), contest for the best detective costume (adult and children’s categories), raffle for a Hoover Hepa Vacuum, and a silent auction that will include items such as a Foust Air Purifier, History of Playhouse Square Book, and Playhouse Square movie tickets is being planned.  Exhibitor tables offer healthier choices and complete an event that will provide fun, education, and entertainment. The event is being hosted by ONFCI, a not-for profit organization based in Parma Heights that has been in existence since the early nineties.

Mercury Thermometer Exchange Instructions

The Northeast Ohio Regional Sewer District will be conducting an exchange of environmentally dangerous mercury fever thermometers at “Detect and Protect: A Community Event,” sponsored by the Ohio Network for the Chemically Injured (ONFCI), a not-for-profit organization.  You are eligible to receive one FREE digital fever thermometer in exchange for your old mercury thermometer (limit ONE per household).
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       Please follow these instructions when exchanging your thermometer:

· Double-bag your mercury thermometer in a plastic sandwich bag with a zipper on top to prevent leakage in the event of an accidental break, or place it in a sealed plastic container.

· Bring it to “Detect and Protect,” a community event which is being held on August 11th 2007 at the Berea Rec Center, 451 Front Street, Berea, OH from 9:30 AM – 5:30 PM and present your sealed thermometer at the Northeast Ohio Regional Sewer District exhibit table.

· You may bring as many mercury thermometers as you like, but there is a limit of 



     one digital fever thermometer per household.
