Environmental operations and management are matters of trust.  Most people assume a level of health and safety when entering a public building.  There is an unspoken assumption that building owners and managers are protecting the health and safety of the occupants, users and visitors.  We are enclosing ten effective ways a building owner/manager can reaffirm that trust while reducing liability and long-term cost.

Our suggestions are an outgrowth of an Indoor Environmental Quality study conducted under the auspices of the U.S. Access Board in conjunction with the National Institute of Building Sciences (NIBS).  The U.S. Access Board’s summary of this project is enclosed.  The entire report is provided online and can be viewed on the NIBS’ Website at ieq.nibs.org.

Institution of these steps will provide a much healthier environment for children, those with asthma, allergies, chemical sensitivities, emphysema, heart disease and others with chronic illness.  We believe these suggestions will also reap other significant rewards that include reduced absenteeism, increased productivity, and reduced liability.  

We hope you will join us in our efforts to improve indoor air quality in order to prevent unnecessary exposures to toxic chemicals and to provide public accommodations to those who currently do not have public access to buildings.
