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LOCAL ORGANIZATION COLLABERATING AS STAKEHOLDER 

IN U.S. ACCESS BOARD’S INDOOR ENVIRONMENTAL QUALITY PROJECT


The Ohio Network for the Chemically Injured (ONFCI), a Cleveland based 501C3 organization established to educate the public about health risks caused by invisible and involuntary exposures to chemicals in the daily environment, is pleased to announce ongoing progress in its efforts to obtain access and accommodations for those disabled with Multiple Chemical Sensitivity (MCS) and related disabilities.  


In late 2000, Toni Temple, President of ONFCI, and other advocates, Mary Lamielle (N.J), Susan Molloy (AZ), Ann McCampbell (N.M.), Larry Plumlee (MD.), and Barbara Wilkie, (CA) were invited to participate with the U.S. Access Board’s (Architectural and Transportation Barriers Compliance Board) MCS ad hoc committee addressing access issues.  Now, the Board’s Indoor Environmental Quality (IEQ) Project will undertake research on methods for improving access for people with disabilities, building upon its history of working with model code and standard setting organizations.  “This is a positive response to the concerns of those disabled” said Temple.  “In addition, the IEQ Project will also serve as a prevention measure for those not yet disabled.  Many whose health are affected do not realize the effect and impact of their environment on their health.”  Poor indoor air quality and electromagnetic fields are a primary concern to those with MCS as they are barriers that deny them access to public buildings.
