 BEAN COUNTING CONTEST 

EDUCATES PARTICIPANTS 

Ruth Thompson of Parma guessed the exact number of beans in the jar , each representing one of the 350 different pesticides current law allows to be used in the foods we eat.  The contest, sponsored by the Ohio Network for the Chemically Injured (ONFCI) at the 20th Annual Parma Heights’ Weekend in the Commons on Sunday, September 1,  was a challenge for participants with most answers in the more conservative range slightly above 100 .   The correct number was obtained from EPA statistics by the Children’s Health Environmental Coalition (CHEC) and appears in the “not under my roof” literature distributed at the ONFCI booth.  First Prize was a membership to LifeWorks at Southwest General.   

Tina Frye of Parma Heights came in second with her guess of 359 beans and was awarded a gift certificate donated by  Heinen’s Fine Foods.  Victor Petras, also of Parma Heights took third prize with his answer of 315 beans, a gift certificate from Hobart’s Health Foods in Parma.
