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“DETECT AND PROTECT”

ONFCI THEME FOR EARTHFEST 2006  

Learn about innovative testing technology that can accurately detect up to 25 toxic elements in your home environment in a matter of seconds including those in soil, wood fences, decks, wood preservatives (CCA, copper naphthanate), paints (lead), glazes and more.  Visit the Ohio Network for the Chemically Injured (ONFCI) booth at Earthfest 2006 being held at the Cleveland Metroparks Zoo on Sunday, April 23 and learn about environmental analyzers and other measures you can take when you suspect something in your home, work, school or other environment is causing you and your family health problems.

“Prior to this x-ray technology, one had to know what elements they were being exposed to in order to conduct testing.  That becomes an expensive guessing game,” says Toni Temple, president of ONFCI.  Boards of health and others primarily use x-ray technology to detect lead.  Unfortunately, their equipment is not calibrated to test for the other heavy metals.  “Ironically,” says Temple, “the public has not been informed about this important technology which can prevent disability and save many lives through early detection of toxic substances in their immediate environment.”

A 3-CD set, featuring qualified experts taped live at ONFCI’s Prevention Convention, addresses critical environmental topics such as mold, pesticides, sick schools, and HVAC issues.  It will be available for a $15.00 donation to ONFCI.  Free literature on related topics and the x-ray testing technology will also be available at the ONFCI booth.  

ONFCI is a non-profit organization providing advocacy and support for those with the disability of Multiple Chemical Sensitivity (MCS) and other related disorders.
