SPEAKERS ANNOUNCED FOR PREVENTION CONVENTION: 

WELLNESS PROMOTED THROUGH PREVENTION; EXPERTS ADDRESS HOME/SCHOOL/WORK HEALTH HAZARDS; EXHIBITORS OFFER SAFER HOME & PERSONAL CARE  PRODUCTS

Cleveland – Prominent physicians and environmental experts will address a wide array of cause-and-effect health concerns at the first-of-its-kind “PREVENTION CONVENTION,” held SUN., August 15th at Playhouse Square Center’s State Theatre.  Sponsored by the Ohio Network for the Chemically Injured (ONFCI), the day long (9am-5pm) event, which is open to the public, will offer insights on the role common environmental chemicals play in developing over 200-plus conditions and diseases, including cancer, Parkinson’s, diabetes, developmental disabilities and children’s learning disabilities.

Speech topics will include nutrition, black mold, pesticides, air quality, sick school buildings, hazards of commonly used chemicals and prevention guidelines, with each speech followed by audience question/answer opportunities. Lobby exhibits will offer safer choices for household and personal care products plus free samples and drawings. PREVENTION CONVENTION will address everyday “prevention,” and provide information and alternatives for people already diagnosed with chemically induced health problems.

PREVENTION CONVENTION speakers include:

Dr. Kathleen Fagan – A physician specializing in environmental/occupational medicine. A Case Western Reserve University School of Medicine faculty member and a Medical Director of the Occupational Health Center at Community Health Partners in Lorain, OH. (Topic: preventing illness from pesticides, mold, mildew, fungus.)

Dr. Mladen Golubic – Project scientist at the Brain Tumor Institute & the Center for Integrative Medicine at Cleveland Clinic Foundation.  Since 1990 he has worked at the Clinic on the molecular biology of cancer. (Topic: role of nutrition in the progression of cancer.)

Stuart Greenberg – Executive Director of Environmental Health Watch; Greater Cleveland Asthma Coalition steering committee; CWRU School of Medicine’s Swetland Center for Environmental Health advisory committee. (Topic: decreasing/eliminating home moisture/mold/fungal exposure.)
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James LaRue – Host of the first national television home rehab program, former WERE Radio host and Ch. 5 Morning Exchange “HouseMender” for 16 years.  Cleveland Green Building Coalition consultant. National Center for Healthy Housing advisory board member. (Topic: improvements/repairs to maintain a healthy home.)

Jill Swensen & Mike Preston – Architects from Burt Hill Kosar Rittelman Associates. Swensen, a Leadership in Energy & Environmental Design Accredited Professional, and Preston, an expert in the design/construction of schools, address “sick” school problems. (Topic: how children’s performance, achievement and behavior are affected by their school building.)

Rebecca Reynolds – Creator/president of GreenClean, Inc., a nontoxic, chemical free cleaning service, specializing in professional home cleaning for persons with asthma, allergies, fibromyalgia and other health concerns. (Topic: alternative cleaners that protect people and the environment.)

Charlie Reid – A member and former president of the Hamilton County District Board of Health and former chemical industry consultant/lecturer.  Prevention issues are personal with Mr. Reid, whose wife suffers from Multiple Chemical Sensitivity (MCS).

(Topic: an ounce of prevention in a pound of cure world.)

Jim Davis – An HVAC specialist and National Comfort Institute trainer, Davis has investigated carbon monoxide poisonings and worked with the victims; trained contractors throughout North America; written training combustion manuals and created the first nationally certified protocol for CO testing for the building trades. (Topic: is your furnace contractor killing you?)
Also featured at the PREVENTION CONVENTION will be the world-debut of the ProtectoZone: the prototype of a portable environmental enclosure designed to protect chemically-sensitive people in such public spaces as classrooms, theaters/arenas, churches, etc.  

Continuing Medical Education credits to be offered at Prevention Convention:   Southwest General Health Center is accredited by the Ohio State Medical Association to sponsor Continuing Medical Education activities for physicians, nurses, respiratory therapists and paramedics.
