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Senator Dale Miller Pledges to Play Leadership Role with MCS Issues

Ohio Senator Dale Miller will participate in a press conference held by the Ohio Network for the Chemically Injured on Monday, May 21, at 2 o’clock in the afternoon in the Berea Public Library (located in the Berea Commons).  Joining him will be Occupational Medicine expert Kathleen Fagan, M.D., an ONFCI Board member, to discuss major concerns related to Multiple Chemical Sensitivity (MCS) disability.  Ohio Governor Ted Strickland declared the month of May as MCS awareness and education month.     

Parma Heights resident, Toni Temple, stricken by this disability, could not call 911 to transport her to the hospital recently due to a prior reaction to Diesel fuel emissions from a 911 emergency vehicle.  Diesel fuel oil used in all emergency trucks can endanger the life of those with MCS as well as harm others.  Emergency vehicles are kept running to prevent re-starting issues.

Chemical sensitization is not something people are born with.  It can happen to anyone over time. “MCS is a disability that causes severe reactions to chemicals and heavy metals at levels lower than the typical person would react,” stated Toni Temple from her hospital bed Friday morning.

“The seriousness of Multiple Chemical Sensitivity disability is not well known by either legislators or the general public.  A lot of education needs to be done to provide a foundation for appropriate legislative and governmental action,” Senator Dale Miller stated.

Berea Mayor, Joseph W. Biddlecombe, ONFCI board member stated, “What needs to happen is to get all the mayors, safety directors and staff a better understanding of the chemically sensitive community and their troubles when being transported with diesel fuel emergency trucks.  It is the intention of the Ohio Network for the Chemically Injured to put together a listing and protocol for these individuals, and as mayor I will take them to the fire chiefs and proper authorities.”
