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Anyone Can Report  Health Problems from Pesticide Exposures

Note:  Reporting adverse health effects from pesticides is required for manufacturers and distributors of pesticides under the Federal Insecticide, Fungicide and Rodenticide Act (FIFRA)

While reporting is voluntary for physicians, their patients and others, we encourage you to report the incident (just in case they forget!).  We have provided you with a sample form (see reverse side) and you are welcome to use it or create your own. We have listed portions of the law below for you to attach to copies of your complaint or to distribute and educate others. You can furnish a copy of your complaint to anyone you feel may be of assistance to you: your state’s Department of Agriculture (they are in charge of pesticide issues); your Board of Health; your city officials; state and federal representatives (their names and addresses are available through your local library); your neighbors; attorneys and so on.  This reporting form is also useful for those who become ill from the pesticides used to control West Nile Virus.

I. Background

 A. The Statute

    Section 6(a)(2) of FIFRA requires that, ``[i]f at any time after 

the registration of a pesticide the registrant has additional factual

information regarding unreasonable adverse effects on the environment

of the pesticide, the registrant shall submit such information to the

Administrator.'' Section 6(a)(2) provides an important function by

assuring that a previous Agency decision to register a pesticide

remains a correct one, and that a registered pesticide can in fact be

used without posing unreasonable adverse effects to human health and

the environment.

Reporting Requirements For Risk/Benefit Information

AGENCY: Environmental Protection Agency (EPA).

ACTION: Final Rule. 

SUMMARY: This final rule codifies EPA's interpretation and enforcement policy regarding section 6(a)(2) of the Federal Insecticide, Fungicide and Rodenticide Act (FIFRA), which requires pesticide registrants to report information concerning unreasonable adverse effects of their products to EPA. The purpose of the rule is to clarify what failures to

report information, or delays in reporting, will be regarded by EPA as violations of FIFRA section 6(a)(2), actionable under FIFRA sections 12(a)(2)(B)(ii) and 12(a)(2)(N).

WE CAN ALL HELP! 

Under FIFRA law (see reverse side of this form) pesticide registrants now have to report to the U.S. EPA any adverse health effects from their products regardless of severity or litigation involvement.  In addition, anyone may report, to the U.S. EPA, any health problems they experience from pesticides.  Please provide the name of the pesticide(s) that have harmed you and any other pertinent information.  Manufacturers must furnish you with Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS) and the product names when you ask for them. Reporting these incidents and encouraging others who have been harmed to report their health effects from pesticides will raise a flag for the EPA to re-evaluate problematic pesticides that should be removed from the market.  Please help by reporting adverse reactions and educating others to do the same. Provide this document to your physicians, schools, employers and others you know.   By doing our part we can help the EPA staff do theirs.  

Everyone, especially physicians, can report health-related effects from pesticides to alert the U.S. EPA about pesticides that are causing health problems.
